The Annual Town Meeting was called to order by Town Clerk Judy Shaw-Kagiliery with 
the Reading of the Call, Return and First Article. The polls were declared open at 
9:00 AM. 

Blanche Feinberg, Frederica Hart and Alan Kupper served as Ballot Clerks/Counters. A total 
of 208 people voted at the polls. 

Article 1: To elect a Moderator to preside at said Meeting. [Note: This question is not 
intended to be acted upon as part of the official secret ballot at the Annual 
Town Meeting.] 

Christine L. Murphy was elected as Moderator. 

Article 2: Shall the municipality approve the Charter amendment reprinted below? [Note: 
Proposed amendment is underlined. Language proposed to be removed is 
indicated by a strikeout.] 

Section 503 Budget Process 

503.6 On those articles where the recommendations of the Select  
Board and the Budget Review Committee are in agreement. the 
Warrant Article shall include their common recommendation and 
the previous fiscal year's budget as the two (2) voter choices. In 
the event a previously funded budget article is disapproved not 
approved by majority vote, the appropriation for the last-previous 
fiscal year shall eeftstittitebe construed as the appropriation for the 
current fiscal year. 

NEW 503,6a On those articles where the recommendations of the Select  
Board and the Budget Review Committee differ. the Warrant 
Article shall include the Select Board's recommendation and 11W 
Budget Review Committee's recommendation as the two (2) voter 
choices. In the event of a tie vote and a _previously funded kkudget  
article is not approved by majority vote, the Select Board's 
appropriation will prevail  

503.7 In the event a budget item appearing on the ballot for the first 
time or a petitioned article is disapproved not approved by majority 
vote, the item shall receive no funding.
